Contents 
SUMMER BIBLE ADVENTURE will encourage kids to look at the details of God's amazing 
world and magnify the greatness of God.  God made us, cares about us, loves us, forgives us, 
and is faithful to keep all His promises to us.  We will learn the truth of God’s love and care 
as revealed to us in the Bible. 
 
Summer Bible Adventure is 4 days (Wed-Sat) full of games, crafts and other activities as kids 
learn about God's love for us and that we were made to magnify Him! 
 
 
 



Things to Bring (each day) 
To avoid things getting lost, we recommend that your kids limit how much they bring to 
Summer Bible Adventure each day.  Here are the items they should definitely bring: 
 

• Water bottle 
• Lunch (bento) 

 
We will be providing them with a hat (cap) for playing outside so that they have some 
coverage from the sun. 
 
We have no responsibility for any items that get lost or damaged at the event, so recommend 
limiting what your child brings each day.  We recommend that anything that your child does 
bring with them be labelled with their name on it. 
 
 
Daily Schedule 
Meet at Bus Stop (Motomachi – 8:45am / Shukugawa – 8:30am / Sanda – 8:30am) 
Bus arrives at Shiawase-no-Mura (Kenshu-kan Building*) 
 
Joint session with all kids (starting at 9:45am) 
 
Kids will rotate through 5 “stations” with others their same age.   
The stations are: Crafts / Music / Snack time / Bible teaching / Recreation and games

Buses arrive (Motomachi – 2:15pm / Shukugawa – 2:30pm / Sanda – 2:30pm) 
(Time parents should be at bus stop;  Actual arrival time depends on traffic conditions) 
 
* Saturday will be at Tampopo Building 
 
 
Groupings 
As per the schedule above, children will be put into five groups based on age.  The number of 
kids per group will depend on how many kids sign up in total. 
(For example, there may be a group of Nen-cho & Grade 1 together.  But a group of only 
Grade 2.  Depending on the ages of kids who register.) 
 
Each group will rotate through the stations mentioned above (Crafts / Music / Snack time / 
Bible teaching / Recreation and games).  Each station will have 1-2 adults (or 1 adult and 1 
high-school student) managing the activity at that station. 
 
Each group of kids will ALSO have 1-2 adults (or high school students) that will stay with 
their specific group of kids and move with them throughout the day.  The number of adults 
per group will depend on the size of the group.  The maximum number of kids per group 
(divided by age) will be 15 kids.  As such, at each station there will be 2-4 adults per 15 kids. 
 
 
Snack 
Children should bring their own lunch and a water bottle.  During the snack time, however, 
we will provide a simple snack.  Our plan is to let parents know what the snack is in advance.  
We will send a final information email out on Monday, July 28th which will include this 
information. 
 
 
Location 
Summer Bible Adventure is taking place at Shiawase-no-Mura in Kita-ku, Kobe.  The 
planned activities are taking place in one of the buildings at Shiawase-no-Mura.  Wednesday 
through Friday will be at the Kenshu-kan building.  Saturday will be at the Tampopo 
building.   
After the morning activities, lunch will be eaten outside at the large grass field.  Blankets and 
tarps will be set up under the shade of the trees for children to eat.  (In the event of rain, they 
will move to a covered eating area in the park.) 
After eating kids will play in the large grass field with all the adults supervising. 
 
 
Bus Pick-up and Drop-off  
If your child is taking the bus, please ensure that they are at the bus pick-up location at the 
designated time: 
 
Shukugawa @ 8:30am 
Sanda @ 8:30am 
Motomachi @ 8:45am 
 



The bus will arrive at the bus stop shortly after the designated time above and will not be able 
to wait for late arrivals.  If your child is not at the designated spot on time, we regret that we 
will not be able to take them.   
 
If you are planning on sending your child by themselves to the bus stop, please be sure they 
arrive on time so that they do not miss the bus.  If we call you to let you know that your child 
didn’t come you will be responsible to follow-up and locate them.  We will not be able to 
look for them if they do not arrive at the bus stop at the appropriate time.

In the event that the parents will not be picking up the child we need permission from you in 
advance of the event. 
* If your child will come/leave by themselves 
* If someone other than the parents will be picking up your child 
 
If your child generally rides the bus, but you will be picking them up at Shiawase-no-Mura 
for some reason, please let us know. 
 
 
Adults Attending 
In order to manage the program and to ensure safety, no adults other than pre-approved 
volunteers will be allows to join the activities on Wednesday, Thursday and Friday.  We will 
ask any adults (including parents) to leave the area and will proactively approach any adults 
who are interacting with our kids who are not volunteers. 
We will welcome parents to join some activities on the final day (Saturday, August 2nd) if 
interested.  More details on how to join and at what time will be shared closer to the event.  
Parents will need to plan their own transportation to/from Shiawase-no-Mura on that day. 
 
 
 
 



Weather 
In the event we need to cancel a day due to weather (e.g. keiho) we will send out an email to 
your registered email address by 7am on the day of cancellation. 
 
 
Emergency Contact Info 
We will have a specific phone number to call during the week of Summer Bible Adventure.  
For security reasons, we will not publish the number ahead of time, but will provide it via 
email.  We will send a final information email out on Monday, July 28th which will include 
the emergency contact number. 
 
Parents should only use this number in the event of an emergency.  For regular inquiries or 
follow-up questions, please email info@orientstrategy.com and the appropriate person will be 
in touch with you within a few days. 
 
 
Payment 
Payment is required to secure your child’s place at Summer Bible Adventure 2025.  The fee 
is ¥ 8,800 from June 1st (¥ 6,600 if paid prior to June 1st).  Bank information is included in the 
initial email you will receive when you apply. 
 
 
Cancellation Policy 
If you need to cancel your child’s participation, we kindly ask you to cancel as early as 
possible so that other children can participate.  Cancellations received after July 7th will not 
be entitled to a refund. 
 
 
Medication 
We will not be able to provide medication for your child.  If you child requires medication 
during the day, please let us know and we can discuss what the needs are and what options 
there might be to address the situation. 
In the event of an accident, we will provide basic emergency care (example: bandage) and 
will contact you immediately.  If a serious injury occurs, we will contact a emergency 
medical services promptly as well as contacting you. 
 
 
Appropriate Language and Behavior 
We expect that children will use appropriate language during Summer Bible Adventure.  If 
children are using offensive language, engage in bullying, or any other form of inappropriate 
language we will give them a warning and expect them to refrain from using such language.  
If they continue to use inappropriate language, they will no longer be permitted to attend the 
event. 
Similarly, any dangerous, offensive or otherwise inappropriate behavior is not acceptable 
during Summer Bible Adventure.  If a child engages in such behavior, we will similarly give 
them a warning and expect them to immediately stop such behavior.  If they continue to act 
in a dangerous, offensive or otherwise inappropriate way, they will no longer be permitted to 
attend the event. 
 
We reserve the right to ask a participant to leave if they are being disruptive, destructive or acting in a manner not 
conducive to the operations of Kids Summer Bible Adventure or host facility (Shiawase-no-Mura).
